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Art does not necessitate that the artist perform virtuous acts, but rather that he produces commendable works - Thomas Aquinas, translated by Władysław
Tatarkiewicz, Summa Theologica.  

This is a rare and exceptional phenomenon in the realm of art: three generations of a family of artists producing remarkable works.
 An extraordinary and beautiful artistic legacy, along with historical, ideological, and personal values, reflects Polish vitality and spiritual
strength, deserving of exhibition at the Venice Biennale. Artificem commendat opus – may the works commend the masters – the power of

silent art.
A testament to time, a professional memorial, and a national legacy, change. A source of guidance for generations and perspectives, bridging
the old and new of the 20th and 21st centuries. The artistry of this family of artists reflects both the temporal and the eternal. One can derive

vitality from this art; it is replete with life, imagination, and innovative concepts. A rich tapestry of historical, religious, and whimsical
imagery.

 The late Marian Dąbrowa Murawski, the family matriarch, was born in 1932 in the Suwałki region and passed away in 2022 in Warsaw, serving as a
bridge between these regions of Poland and generations. The date of his death marks the conclusion of an era in the history of contemporary art. 
 His wife, Elżbieta, persists in her artistic endeavors, creating beyond the constraints of time. His daughters have been immersed in art since their

earliest days. One of them, Larysa Murawska-Jaromska, exhibits the courage to partake in this exhibition, producing ethereal works that draw upon the
legacy of generations. Each of them engages in the realm of culture, as John Paul II would articulate, both Polish and universal, dedicating their lives to

their talents and the arts, firmly believing in this vocation, a divine spark, as imparted by Marian Murawski.
 Non omnis moriar... I will not entirely perish, the unspoken legacy of three generations appears to convey, but I shall leave behind the finest aspect of

my being - art.
...They endured periods of war, communist revolution, totalitarianis m, and the resurgence of independence, witnessing the dismantling of barriers. They thrived as
artists. The exhibition represents a distinctive initiative, showcasing works from three generations of exceptional individuals, all while the artists maintained their
original artistic visions. Wojciech Krauze, Dorota Folga-Januszewska, Justyna Hoffman, Andrzej Matynia, Paweł Drabarczyk, Danuta Wróblewska, Elżbieta

Isakiewicz, Beata Sekuła, along with the mayor of Suwałki, Czesław Renkiewicz, and the president of OWZPAP, Bożenna Leszczyńska, as well as his elder
daughter, dedicated their efforts to these artists. The artist reflected on the accomplishments of Marian Murawski and Elżbieta Murawska, the ethereal space of the
installation in Gawrych Ruda, its symbolism, and fairy-tale imagination—a family deeply rooted in Polish heritage, synthesizing native culture with modernity. The

elder generation achieved mastery in illustration and, upon returning to painting, propelled by creative vigor, ascended to the status of a Promethean myth,
embodying the fervor of the Muses, the harmony of proportions, logos, and light. Like a symbolic tree, the family drew strength from the finest sources, bearing fruit

even in their later years. They prevailed in the struggle for free art, steadfast in their calling, with conviction and faith in the ideals of artistry. The younger
generations, Maria and Ernest, who have gained popularity on social media, are exploring avenues of artistic expression. They are products of an era marked by
globalization and media advancement, yet also face new challenges—mass emigration, poverty, hunger, the silencing of the voiceless, catastrophes, terror, fear,

declining birth rates, and a loss of faith in the foundations of civilization. Young individuals interrogate both the past and the future, seeking refuge in the virtual
realm, materialism… and, akin to the prodigal son, return to core values. Art conveys more than what the average observer perceives; it narrates truths through

colors, shapes, lines… symbols… often abstracted from the frequently harrowing reality, while celebrating goodness and beauty. Each artist possesses a well-defined,
coherent, and refined artistic vision. Love binds them from the inception to the conclusion of their lives and art. May the memory of our times serve as a beacon for

future generations, honoring the creators of art, the resilience of the living, and a fragment of eternity. 
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
